Pupil Progress, Assessment and Reports

There are two parents’ meetings during the school year.  These give parents the opportunity to come into school and discuss in detail their child’s progress with relevant staff.

The Statutory System of Annual Reviews of Statement meetings enable everyone involved with your child to assess his/her progress, to review the special provision made for the young person, including placement and also to identify future needs.

Teachers monitor pupils’ progress carefully at all times.  This process means that the children get regular and constructive feedback on their progress.  It is our aim to involve them in this process so that they can become more involved in their learning and begin to set their own targets.

Parents receive an annual report which details each child’s progress in all areas of the curriculum.

Records of Achievement

A Summative Record of Achievement is compiled and presented to all pupils at the end of Key Stage 4 at a special Leavers’ Assembly.  A similar assembly is held at the end of Key Stage 2. 

The Record of Achievement will note all the pupil’s achievements in and out of school including hobbies and interests, work experience, Further Education Links and external accreditation such as Maths for Life, Entry Level Certificate, Occupational Studies and Unit Award Scheme.
Recognition and celebration of pupil’s achievements is regarded as very important in developing self esteem and confidence in our children and young people
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
